e Payment: Payment of the full rental amount is required at the time of booking.

e Access Information: You will receive directions and access information via email when you make your online
booking. Please ensure that you print off your access information before travelling because it contains directions
and the contact information that you will require in case of an emergency.

e Check-in: Self-check-in is after 5pm on the date of arrival

e Check-out: 10am on the date of departure.

e On departure: We respectfully request our guests to kindly leave the cottage in a clean and tidy condition.
e Parking: Parking is freely available at all our cottages.

These are located in Kyle of Lochalsh, Broadford and Portree, and any additional supply
top-ups during your stay can be purchased in Dunvegan village.

o Fasgadh Store is a general store offering a wide range of choices including ready-made meals.

o Dunvegan Bakery sells freshly baked goods.
